Tealtown Ballpark is owned and operated by the Mt. Carmel-Glen Este Boosters. A non-profit volunteer organization we do not receive any taxpayer assistance.  A little bit of our history……The boosters were organized in 1956 and the original park was known as Aicholtz Ballpark.  Located on what is now Dick’s Sporting Goods, Best Buy and Furniture Fair the construction of I-275 and resulting commercial growth transformed what was once dusty fields and farmland into valuable commercial real estate. Sold in the early 90’s the boosters took their windfall and purchased the Glen Este Speedway along with adjacent land and built the largest such facility in the Midwest. Today the park consists of 48 acres with 18 diamonds providing local children from 4 years old to 18 with a safe, family oriented environment. It’s hard to imagine a facility of this size and quality being completely owned and operated by a volunteer organization but we are truly owned by the community, operated by the community for the community. Our sole mission is to provide a safe environment for over 1,000 local youths a place to spend their summers.
Like any booster organization our funding is solely derived from player registrations, concession income and fund raisers. As our park enters into its 17th year of operation we are continually challenged with the rising costs to operate and maintain the park. We have several programs where local businesses and friends of the park can support the community while receiving a return on their investment. In addition, as we are a non-profit 501-C organization your expense may be tax deductible.
Nearly 90 teams are registered to play their league games out of our park. With each team playing 10 home games and hosting teams from throughout southern Ohio that means over 100,000 people enter our gates each year. Combined with the national, state and regional tournaments we host means we easily serve over 150,000 people annually. In addition, Glen Este Freshman Baseball, Middle School Softball and Clermont College Softball teams play their home games at our park bringing in parents and fans from throughout the Tri-State area. That is pretty significant exposure.
Barter/exchange Program

The park is always in need of goods and services. Sand, mulch, concession supplies and service technicians just to name a few. Perhaps a company would do fence repairs or landscape an area?
